The Blackjack Discount – Rules of Participation

The Blackjack Discount is only available for federal tax return preparation services. Payroll, GET, HARPTA, representation, consultation, and other services are ineligible for the discount. Participation in the discount is at the discretion of the client. It is completely voluntary.
The discount is applied on a per invoice basis. Game play is conducted after the client signs off on their tax return(s) but prior to finalization and payment of invoice.
The standard rules of blackjack shall apply with the following exceptions:
· To comply with state gambling statutes, no wager is permitted, therefore:
· The only moves allowed are:
· Hit – player draws another card,
· Stand – player draws no more card, and dealer completes their hand, 
· Double down, split, surrender, or insurance are not allowed.
· Dealer must hit soft 17 (H17 rule),
· All cards in shoe are deemed shuffled, dealer may burn one card at the beginning of a round OR player may request dealer to burn one card before any cards are dealt.
At the conclusion of every hand, the three possibilities are:
1. Win – player receives a discount equal to the point-value of their hand, not to exceed 21,
2. Push – a new hand is played, or
3. Lose – player does not receive the discount this time.
